The Elaine Sterling Institute signed and returned to the Department the
Certification and Agreement and the assurance that the institution has used, or
intends to use, no less than 50 percent of the funds received under Section
18004(a)(1) of the CARES Act to provide Emergency Financial Aid Grants to
students.

The estimated total number of 292 students at the institution eligible to
participate in programs under Section 484 in Title IV of the Higher Education
Act of 1965 and thus eligible to receive Emergency Financial Aid Grants to
students under Section 18004(a)(1) of the CARES Act.

267 total students have received an Emergency Financial Aid Grant to students
under Section 18004(a)(1) of the CARES Act as of 06/30/2020.

Eligibility: We took many factors into consideration upon determining the need and
distribution of the HERF GRANT.

Students must be in Active Attendance Status excluding any students that have
dropped or who were suspended in 2020.

Students choosing to receive grant funds must have forms completed and
submitted no later than Friday June 26, 2020 at 5PM.

Distribution of funds facilitated during the COVID-19 Temporary School
Closures includes, changing the agreed upon educational delivery method from
“in-school” classes to distance learning.

Students signed statement: The advanced funds shall not be used for any

There may be a deadline for submission of application of HERF Grant. We
realize the funds are limited and understand the hardship COVID-19 has placed
upon the students.
