The estimated total number of 292 students at the institution eligible to participate in
programs under Section 484 in Title IV of the Higher Education Act of 1965 and thus
eligible to receive Emergency Financial Aid Grants to students under Section 18004(a)(1)
of the CARES Act.

263 total students have received an Emergency Financial Aid Grant to students under
Section 18004(a)(1) of the CARES Act as of 05/29/2020.
